Dear Parishioners,

The Second Sunday in Ordinary Time, year C, offers
us much to reflect upon and much to act upon. I
have often been struck by the words of Mary, moth-
er of Jesus, in the Gospel, John 2:1-11 at the marriage
feast at Cana. To the servants she said, “Do whatev-
er he tells you.” Iimagine these words spoken to me
or to all of us. What has the Lord told me to do?
Sure there are obvious answers to this question: to minister as a priest, to serve
in the parish I am assigned, to share the word of God and many more such
things. But I ask myself, “What is at the heart of all these actions?” The Lord
has asked me to love all his people. Like you, sometimes this is difficult to do.
Neither Mary nor Jesus said, “Love only those who love you or who you find it
easy to love.” Jesus would say, “Love your enemies, do good to those who per-
secute you.” In this time, when many people take offense easily, or respond
with very harsh words, we would do well to remember the words of Mary and

Jesus. Remember His first sign was at the marriage feast in Cana. He truly
blessed this couple and family with the abundance of choice wine. In the first
reading, this Sunday from Isaiah, the prophet calls the land and people of Isra-
el, “a delight and espoused,” to the Lord God. All of us have been blest by the
Lord and we have gifts to share for the building up of God’s Kingdom. Let us
use these gifts for the good of others and the building up of God’s Kingdom
here at Annunciation Catholic Church.

Barbara Koob was born in Germa-
ny, and moved to the United
States with her family when she
was 2. She entered the Sisters of
St. Francis in Syracuse, N.Y., serv-
ing for 20 years as a teacher and
hospital administrator. In 1883
she traveled with six sisters to
Hawaii to minister to people with
Hansen’s disease, then known as
leprosy. In 1888, they opened a
home on Molokai for women and
girls with the disease, and contin-
ued the work of St. Damien de
Veuster after his death. Mother
Marianne died on Molokai; her
feast is her birthday. At her can-
onization in 2012, Pope Benedict
XVI called her “a shining example
of the tradition of Catholic nurs-
ing sisters and of the spirit of her
beloved St. Francis.”
